In 1958, French Guinea chose immediate
independence, thereby losing French aid
andfinancial support. Confiscationof French
property and businesses led to a quick
departure of most colonial families.
Diplomatic relations were broken with
France in November 1965, and the French
Embassy in Conakry was closed. The Italian
Embassy there remained open, and looked
after the interests of the few remaining
Frenchcitizens.
